Welcome back to the second half of the Spring Term! We hope you all had a restful break and are feeling refreshed for what is set to be a busy and very short half term. With so much to fit in over the coming weeks, we’ll certainly be making the most of every day. Let’s hope the weather is on our side as we head towards brighter days and lighter evenings! We’re looking forward to a positive and productive few weeks ahead.
In English, we looked started to look at newspaper reports, exploring their features and identifying what may make a good headline. We had fun looking at the various puns you can find in newspapers, especially the tabloids!
In Maths, we started a new unit of work: Fractions. We did assess their knowledge of multiplication of division and although many did well and showed good progress, they must stop, read the question, and apply their understanding. Jottings can be a vital support too in helping them answer more complex questions. 
In their fraction work, it was very important that the children were secure with the fact that when the numerator is equal to the denominator then the fraction is equivalent to 1. We developed their understanding of mixed numbers e.g 3 ¾ and we partitioned mixed numbers in different ways – a skill that will be vital for later steps in their learning. For example (for example, 3 14 = 2 + 1 14 ) or 2 34 = 2 14 + 24 ).
