This week we continued our Space theme and read the
story Whatever Next. We acted out the story and we also
learnt about famous astronauts.

In phonics, we reviewed all the phase 3 digraphs and
trigraphs. We practised reading longer words for
example: shimmer, muffin, pattern, chatter, rubbish,
habit, timid and helmet. We used the chunking up
method to break longer words into two parts. We also
reviewed the tricky words full, push, go, no and of.
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In maths, we started exploring and comparing the length and height of objects.

In RE we read The Lion and
the Mouse. We are learning
that stories can teach us how
to behave. The story teaches
us that we should be kind and
helpful towards others.

We celebrated World book
Day by dressing up and
sharing our books with the
class. We also did a parade
with the whole school and
visited other classrooms to

listen to different stories. We
also met with the year 1 children earlier in the week who shared with us some stories they have been
writing.
