Description automatically generated]RE In RE pupils will investigate the 5 pillars of Islam which help most Muslims to live a good life,
and ideas about the two angels, which are said to sit on either shoulder of a Muslim person- one recording the
good deeds done by the person and one recording the bad deeds.


PE
In PE this half term, there will be a focus on Athletics, and we will spend time preparing for the different Sports Day activities. Our Real PE session will focus on Health, fitness and Agility. Our PE days this half term are Wednesdays and Fridays.

Music
This unit is called ‘Samba, carnival sounds and instruments’. We shall be looking at what samba is and that it is mainly percussion instruments that are used. The children will play their rhythm and play in time and confidence.

Computing 
Our unit for computing is Data Handling: Weather investigations. The children will be researching and storing data using spreadsheets and learning how weather forecasts are made, using green screen technology to present.
History 
In History, our key enquiry question is, “How have children’s lives changed over time? We will make observations and deductions from a range of sources and explain why children worked during Tudor and Victorian times. We will learn about Lord Shaftesbury and how he changed children lives. Finally, we will understand and why leisure time has changed.



Science Our new topic is ‘Sound’. Children will learn how vibrations cause sounds and how sounds travel, as well as how sounds can change pitch and loudness. We will explore pitch. Children will make a string telephone and use this to investigate how sounds change over distance and through different materials. 

ART Our focus this half term is on Art and our unit is ‘Craft and Design: Fabric of Nature’.  Using the flora and fauna of tropical rainforests as a starting point, the children will be developing drawings through experimentation and using textile-based techniques to design a repeating pattern suitable for fabric.

PSHE In PSHE, we will be working towards our Young Leaders Award. This is a leadership and character education programme developed by the Archbishop of York Youth Trust. The programme helps children develop leadership skills such as: teamwork, communication and creative thinking and character virtues such as resilience, compassion and patience and empowers them to make a difference to their communities through social action projects.
French - In French, we will start our new topic: in the class room. We will learn key vocabulary related to this. They will learn how to say names of items in the classroom. They will also learn key phrases to help them perform a role play in French.

Maths
Our Maths units this half term are:
Decimals, Money and Time.
It is essential the children know and practice their times tables and related division facts. It is key to their mathematical learning. Our KIRF this half term is: I can multiply and divide single-digit numbers by 10 and 100


English
In English we will be using the text, The Firework Maker’s Daughter to write instructions and to plan and write recounts in the form of diary entries. We shall consider both the 1st and 3rd person when writing and continue to extend our vocabulary and its use in different types of texts.
Our whole class reads are: The Firework Maker’s Daughter and The Explorer.
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
