Dear Parents and Carers,

In Maths, we’ve been working hard on decimals, including multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1,000, and tackling some tricky missing value problems – lots of brainpower in action and some excellent perseverance shown.

In our topic work, the children have been digging deeper into Ancient Greece, exploring the legacy of Greek philosophy and considering the lasting impact of this fascinating civilisation- some very thoughtful discussions all round. In Science, we’ve been learning about reproduction in plants and animals, approaching the topic with maturity and curiosity.
Our RE sessions have focused on understanding what helps Muslims to live a good life, with children showing respect and insight, while in English they have been planning and completing their end-of-unit writing – with some brilliant ideas.

Overall, it’s been a fantastic return after residential – a mix of hard work, enthusiasm and just a touch of post-trip storytelling woven through the week and I know we are all ready for the break next week! Fingers crossed; the weather is going to be on our side!
